Why would God want to come close to someone like me” said the young 
man. He felt full of rubbish. He had done so many terrible things there was no 
way Jesus could possibly like him, let alone want to come into his life. “Why 
would he want to do that?” he said out loud. “Because he loves you,” said a 
woman softly. She herself had only just begun to experience God in her life in 
a significant way.  
 
And that’s what Easter is all about: God loves you and me. The Christian 
cross is an incredible and stark reminder that Jesus died there for you and 
me – because he loves us. That was Good Friday; hanging there almost na-
ked with nails through his hands and feet. He was doing it because of his fa-
ther’s love. His father could not bear seeing the world in such a mess. He 
sent his only son to sort us all out.  

That was his last hope: to send his son. Surely people would respect him and 
turn to him? Some did but powerful people felt threatened by this man’s bril-
liant effectiveness. People were turning to him instead of them. They had to 
do something to get rid of him. They were very jealous. They crucified him.  

That was the end - they thought. He would die and his followers would give 
up. Just before he died, Jesus cried out in agony: “It is finished!” Some 
thought he was saying: “I am finished.” But no. He was saying: “IT - my work 
on earth- is finished!” He had done what he was called to do.  

He died and was buried with soldiers guarding the tomb, so the body would 
not be stolen by his followers. But his enemies were totally outwitted. For Je-
sus did not stay dead. He came alive again. Three days later on the first day 
of the week – Sunday, the first Easter Day - people began seeing him walk-
ing around alive. Over 500 people saw him alive after this amazing resurrec-
tion.  

And the point of it all? To show us that God loves us, whatever rubbish we 
have inside of us. And his promise? That if we turn to him and forsake our 
old, sinful, ways, than we can have life. Indeed, you can find abundant life, 
and one day – life eternal! Forever! 
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An incredible and stark reminder. 



Looking back to when I wrote this month last year, I was mentioning that 
the Daffodils were almost over, this year they are mostly yet to flower. I 
think more and more the weather is affecting the timing of those traditional 
April jobs. We are probably at the busiest time of the gardening year now 
so I hope you are feeling healthy and strong. It is a bonus that with the 
lighter evenings you can actually get out there for that little bit longer and 
maybe spread the jobs over more hours. 

If you spring bulbs have flowered then remember to deadhead them to 
keep them looking their best for next year. Now is also a good time to con-
tinue planting summer flowering bulbs, for successional flowering. 

Time to start feeding lawns, to get them looking their best for the (hopefully) 
long summer months. Apply the fertiliser according to the instructions – no 
point in adding a bit extra to speed things along as the grass will not take it 
up anyway. You can also spike the lawn to reduce the winter compaction. 

You can add fertiliser to shrubs now. I like to use pelleted chicken manure 
(smells a bit for a few hours but otherwise is terrific). Just sprinkle under 
shrubs and leave the April showers to do the rest. If you fertilise too soon in 
the year then young fleshy growth is encouraged too early and may be 
damaged by late frosts. 

If you didn’t get around to doing the pond in March, and to be honest nei-
ther did I as the weather was so cold, you can still do it now, but be a bit 
more careful as things are starting to spawn. Dividing water lilies is very 
satisfying as they can be expensive – so if you can get them for free so 
much the better. The plant will benefit as well. Just rinse away the soil, and 
then with a sharp knife cut through the fleshy rhizome, leaving a shoot on 
each. 

If you have a sheltered part of the garden, or better still a greenhouse, then 
plant up you summer hanging baskets at the end of the month. That way 
you can buy the best from the shops, before everyone else gets there. 
(Some Garden Centres offer hanging basket workshops, you buy the plants 
they provide the compost and experts for free). 

In the borders the yellows of early spring are starting to give way to the 
pinks and oranges. Prune forsythias and chaenomeles (ornamental quince) 
just after flowering. This will promote flowers next spring. Prune both 
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Gardeners Delight - Andy Best 
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shrubs back to three buds from the base, and on established shrubs also 
cut out one third of the old wood right to the base. Also prune silver 
leaved plants now, once they have reached the size and shape required. 
Better to give them regular trims rather than heavy pruning so that you 
do not cut back into old wood, and keep them looking attractive. Tie in 
new growth on climbers and rambling roses as required. 

On the vegetable plot sow tomatoes under glass or on a windowsill to-
wards the end of the month, so that they are ready to plant out in early 
June. Continue sowing other veg, (as per packet requires), and remem-
ber about just planting a few seeds, for successional harvesting if you 
have room. Plant out maincrop potatoes, which hopefully have been chit-
ted already, and earth up early potatoes as the new shoots come 
through. Plant out peas at the start of the month, and then push in twiggy 
sticks for support. I have found recently Buddleia prunings are great, and 
at the perfect time as they need tidying now. 

Favourite plant of the month is Dicentra spectabilis or Bleeding Heart. 
This delicate looking herba-
ceous perennial produces the 
most intricate beautiful heart 
shaped flowers which really do 
bear closer inspection if you can 
get down that low. I am fortu-
nate that I have one growing in 
a raised bed, so that I only have 
to bend down to waist level. It is 
amazing that this plant can 
grow up to 4 foot in height from 
nothing each year.
