Appeal for St. George’s history material 



 
As I write this there is 3 inches of snow on the ground outside, and I have 
not been able to do any gardening all week. However by the time you read 
this hopefully all that will be a distant memory, and the first shoots of Daffo-
dils will be poking through. Who knows – the first snow drops may even be 
in flower. Then we know that Spring is truly on the way.  

Continue to leave food out for the birds, and clean out any bird boxes you 
may have as they are now looking for nesting sites. A job you can mostly 
do inside. Whilst in your shed check out your tools and sharpen or fix them 
if necessary. You may have forgotten you broke the handle on your favour-
ite spade at the end of last Summer. It’s no good going to use it in Spring, 
to remember it then. Also have a clear out of the shed. Check dates on 
seed packets, or maybe throw out some things you’ve not used for a few 
years.  

St Valentine’s Day is the day I always start war on slugs. You can now buy 
Organic Slug Pellets, or you can start to use beer traps (but this to me is a 
waste of good beer). Egg shells or grit are also possibilities. Planting bare 
root trees is a cheap way of establishing structure in the garden, and now is 
the perfect time. For bare root shrubs you don’t even need to dig a hole if 
they are small enough. Just make a slit and heel them in. If you want to 
make a hedge this is an excellent way to do, and slightly stagger the plant-
ing to make the hedge thicker. 

Trim winter flowering heathers, to keep them bushy and compact. Prune 
overgrown evergreens if completely hardy, some other shrubs such as 
Mexican orange blossom should be left until the weather is warmer. Fruit 
trees can be done now also, cutting back to a flowering spur. Feed with an 
organic fertiliser after pruning, and then mulch around the base. Any late 
flowering shrubs such as Hydragena  and buddleia can cut back now, es-
pecially if you’ve had a bad day, because you can be brutal with them, and 
they come back stronger for it. Just leave two buds on each stem. Again 
give them a boost with a feed afterwards. You really need to get on and clip 
hedges before the end of the month otherwise you may disturb nesting 
birds.  

If you have any pots then take out the top couple of inches of compost, and 
replace with fresh potting compost, which contains slow release fertiliser. 
Start off Dahlia tubers in the greenhouse. Fill a shallow tray with compost 
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Gardeners Delight - Andy Best 
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and lay the tubers on the surface. This will encourage early shooting.  

If you are planting brassicas this year then add lime to the area now. Use 
a soil pH test kit to determine how much you need to add. Sow peas in a 
half gutter pipe, and place in a greenhouse. Plant shallots, after adding 
plenty of organic matter. Prune Autumn fruiting raspberries, and plant 
bare root cane fruit now, as above.  Plant of the month was once again a 
difficult choice as even at this time of year there are many to choose 
from. However I have decided on the humble snowdrop. It looks so deli-
cate, and yet is often seen poking its head through the snow. Again it is 
easy to please, and just needs lifting and dividing every few years, which 
gives free plants (always a bonus).
