If the weather is reasonable this month you can improve drainage of any 
lawn, by forking it. Dig the fork in at 6 inch intervals, to a depth of about 6 
inches, then brush sharp sand into the holes. Send your lawn mower to be 
serviced if you haven’t already done so. This may take a few weeks as  
apparently a lot of people are heeding this advice now, but as you don’t 
need it at the moment it doesn’t matter how long it takes. If the weather is 
really good though and you have your lawn mower a very light trim will do it 
the world of good for later in the summer. 

Check tree ties, and ties on newly planted shrubs. If a plant is rocking too 
much it will form a sunken area around the stem. Water can collect here 
and rot off the stem. Prune fruit trees such as apple or pear, back to a  
fruiting spur, and remove any crowded or crossing branches. Then apply a  
winter wash. Check the grease band and replace if necessary. Prune  
Wisteria. Last summer’s new long shoots should have gone back to 5 or 6 
buds but now take them back even further to 2 or 3 buds, whilst there are 
no leaves on the plant so it easy to see what you are doing. Prune  
Hydrangeas back to 2 healthy buds towards the end of the month. This is 
very satisfying, and easy. If you have a pond, place a ball in it, so that you 
can remove it if the pond freezes over to let gases escape, and oxygen in. 
Remember to keep out high fat foods for birds, and to do it regularly as they 
will come to rely on it. In the greenhouse sow sweet peas, after soaking 
them for 24 hrs. Push into long pots of rolled up newspaper. This means 
they can go straight into the ground later without disturbing the roots. Also 
start to chit early potatoes. Place them in egg boxes and leave them in a 
frost free light place. These can go into the ground in late March.  

If you have Rhubarb, then cover the crowns with a forcing pot. A large  
terracotta pot will do, and if you can, cover it with manure to warm it up 
more quickly

There is a cure for leprosy, a course of drugs called multidrug therapy. 
However, unless the disease is treated in the very early stages, it can 
cause  
permanent nerve 
damage and  
eventually  
deformities and  
disabilities will devel-
op. It can also cause 
intense social exclu-
sion.
